To participate in the Academic Exchange Program, you must be: 
• Able to speak fluent English
• At least 18 years of age at time of application submission
• Currently enrolled and in good academic standing at a participating international college or university
• Engaged in an appropriate course of study
• Able to exit the United States and return home upon completion of the program

• Pay rates start at $14.00 USD/Hour
• Minimum of 30 hours per week – maximum of 37.5 hours per week

J1 Visa – Sponsored by the U.S. host university 
Participants are responsible for: 
• Sevis Fee - $220 USD (approximate)
• Visa Processing Fee - $160 USD (approximate)

Medical Insurance 
• Students are responsible to obtain mandatory medical insurance prior to traveling to the USA - more information to

be provided by U.S host university. 

Housing Costs 
• $191 to $232 USD per week, depending on the type of the unit and housing complex.
• Program Participation Fee is $431 USD (this one-time, non-refundable fee includes):

 Activities and Fees ($240 USD) - helps support the administration, events and activities scheduled in the
housing complex throughout the program.

 Housing Fee ($191 USD) - a portion of this amount will be applied to the participant’s housing cost during the first
week of the program.
